Region III Championships

Important Information – From Gil Elsass, Region III Chairman

Please take time to read all of the following information.  There is a lot here to digest.

JO NATIONAL INFORMATION:

1) If you have a Level 9 or 10 who might qualify to JO’s, you should be aware of the following.

a) The qualifying score is 72.0 for Level 9’s, 75.0 for 14,15 level 10’s and 76.5 for 16-18 Level 10’s.  

b) Region III will be allotted additional gymnasts in each of those age groups to make up the following numbers: Region III will be allowed to send 32 Level 9’s, 30 14,15 Level 10’s and 30 16-18 Level  10’s.  (This is regardless of the score at Regionals.

c) If the state scores are any indication, we might go down as far as the following to make up the allotments:  67.5 for Level 9’s, 71.0 for 14,15 Level 10’s and 72.0 for 16-18 Level 10’s.  Don’t bank on these scores because the overall scores at Regional could be different.  I just believe that only about ½ of the boys will actually make the qualifying scores.

d) If you think you might have a boy qualify, you MUST go to the following website, http://www.branchgymnastics.com/JONationals2008/index.html  Once there, click the Entry Form (pdf) and the NCAA Release Form (pdf), fill them both in online, print the documents and bring them along with a check for $125 per boy made out to Region III Gymnastics.  I will not accept handwritten entry forms for JO Nationals.  Put all of your Level 9 & 10’s on the form and then scratch out the ones who do not qualify.

e) Region III is not paying anything toward the entry fee to Nationals.

f) It is possible for a boy to qualify as a 3,4 or 5 event qualifier.  The rules for this procedure are found at:

3) The top 12 Level 6’s (age 8,9) will be invited to a camp in Austin, Texas at Crenshaw Athletic Club.  The date for this camp is June 26-29, 2008.  This camp will be held in conjunction with the Texas Summer Coaches Meeting.  I will have additional information about this camp in Ft Smith.
